RULES AND REGULATIONS

Two matches per day may be scheduled. Night play and a third match in one day may
become necessary. Play will be 2 out of 3 sets in the singles draw. The qualifying
draw will be the best of 2 tie-break sets and a 10-point match tie-break in lieu of a third
set. Doubles will be the best of two no-ad tie-break sets with a 10-point match tie-
break in lieu of a third set. A Twelve Point Tiebreaker will be used in all sets. Scoring
and sites may be changed due to inclement weather.

The U.S.T.A. Point Penalty System will be enforced. Five-minute warm-up, including
practice serves will be allowed. A ten-minute break is allowed between the second and
third set and a new can of balls will be used for the third set. The default time is 15
minutes.
